Many adventurous gardeners continually push their Zone limitations for what can be grown
successfully in their area. Please take into consideration that each individual garden and yard can
have micro-climates. Micro-climates are created by various conditions within a given piece of land
that can markedly affect the low and high temperatures. These temperature-affecting conditions
might include an area with heavy tree cover, a south facing wall of your home, or an area in front
of a rock wall which collects heat during the day. Heavy snowcover can also help plants over winter
which would normally never survive in that climate.
